fee County 4-H office so we can 
attempt to get you a partial refund 
from the State 4-H office. Re-

member that the $95 deposit is non-refundable. 
     A limited number of partial camp scholarships are available 
based on need and 4-H involvement. The scholarship applica-
tion deadline is February 1. Applicants must still sign up and 
pay the $95 non-refundable deposit on February 1.
