4-H’ers in grades 4-6 are invited to an
afterschool activity all about agriculture
on Thursday, October 23 at 3:30-5:15
PM at the Candler County 4-H Office.
We will have interactive and fun
activities. This is a free event. Sign-up by
Friday, October 17. Space is limited.

Junior Conference
4-H’ers in grades 6-8 are invited to attend
a statewide conference at Rock Eagle on
November 8-9. The conference includes
workshops, team building, recreation and
more! The cost is $105 and the registration
deadline is Friday, October 17. Payment
will be due by Tuesday, October 21.

4-H’ers are encouraged to participate in our
poinsettia and produce fundraiser this fall.

For every item sold, 4-H’ers get a $5
fundraising credit they can use for any 4-H
activity through July 31, 2026.

4-H’ers in grades 4-9 can participate in 4-H
BB Team. Participants learn to shoot paper
targets in 4 different position and are
coached by their parent/guardian.
4-Hers in grades 6-12 can participate in 4-H
Shotgun Team. Participants learn to shoot
clay targets.
Anyone interested in participating in either
of these program must attend a
MANDATORY Orientation on Tuesday,
November 4 at the Candler County 4-H
Office. BB participants will meet at 6:00
PM, Shotgun will meet at 7:00 PM.
Registration for both teams will begin that
night and end on Friday, November 7.
