Dear 4-H’ers and Parents:

Congratulations! You have been selected to represent Murray County 4-H at the 2025 Cloverleaf District Project Achievement. Nearly 1,000 students competed for this honor during County Project Achievement, and after careful consideration, your child’s 4-H project was chosen for District Competition by the 4-H leaders.
Students competing at District Project Achievement will give their demonstrations on Saturday, February 1, 2025 at Georgia Highlands College in Rome, Georgia. Parents who choose to attend can transport their own child to the event. Those that need a ride, will meet at the Murray 4-H office and transportation will be provided.  In order to secure the competitors spot, a fee of $20 is charged, which covers the cost of registration, a t-shirt and lunch for your child at the competition.  Parents can order their lunch in advance for a fee $15 or eat at the carnival concession stand or go off campus.  
We ask that you contact the office to schedule an appointment to attend a workshop at the 4-H office on one of the following dates. This should take no more than 25 minutes of your time. If you cannot attend one of the workshop dates, and your child plans to attend, please contact the office by January 15th and drop off paperwork and money (cash or check).

· Bring in your poster or editable slides and notecards so that the 4-H staff may make any necessary suggestions/corrections.  Slides will be downloaded as PowerPoint presentation onto provided thumb drive if you do not have one.
· Turn in medical, code of conduct and permission forms included in envelope (fill out before)
· Order a 4-H Northwest District t-shirt for your child.  Shirts will be distributed at school the week after DPA.
· If needed, we have a limited supply of index cards, rings, and poster board available at no cost until supplies run out.
