
The UGA Master Cattlemen program helped deliver a practical,
science-based production management curriculum for 174 beef
producers in Carroll County. Beef cattle is a top commodity with over
21,000 beef cows and we receive regular questions about pasture
management, weed control, hay production, and cattle nutrition. By
providing educational opportunities involving real-world techniques
and applications in cattle production and forage management, the
agricultural program in Carroll is reducing soil erosion by preventing
overgrazing and improving cattlemen’s ability to handle herd health.
Participants showed knowledge increases of 50% in nutrition, 83% in
herd health, 84% in reproduction, 45% in economics, and 44% in
forage production.
